развитие потребности и способности к сотрудничеству уч-ся разного возраста.
Satellite Link « Moscow- London».

Teacher. Hello, boys and girls! We are going to have some fun today. We are going to practice Satellite Link “ Moscow-London”. You  have to imagine that you are Russian and English students on TV. It is up to  you develop your roles. Everybody has an opportunity to express his or her opinion. I hope you will find something interesting and  new for yourselves. Let us start.
RP: Hello, welcome to Satellite Link “ Moscow-London”. Let us take a sightseeing tour round Moscow. It is difficult to describe Moscow in a few words. And it is very difficult to see all the places of interest.
EP: As we know, Red Square and the Kremlin are the most interesting places in Moscow, are not they?

RP: Yes, right you are. The first place the tourists go to Moscow is the Kremlin. One can not imagine Moscow without the Kremlin, which is the heart of the city. (picture).

RP: Originally the Kremlin was a fortress. Its walls are very high and thick.
EP: Just like the Tower of London. It was a fortress, a royal palace and later a prison. It is a museum now. (picture).

RP: Among the historical monuments in the Kremlin are the famous Tsar-Bell and the Tsar-Cannon. They are the biggest bell and cannon in the world. The Tsar-Bell weighs over 200 tons and it was made by two Russian masters, Ivan Motorin and his son Mikhail in 1733-1735. The Tsar-Cannon is older than the Tsar-Bell. It was made in 1586 by Andrei Chokhov and it weighs 40 tons. The Tsar-Cannon is over 5 metres long. (picture).
EP: And which is the most important tower of the Kremlin?

RP: The most important tower of the Kremlin is Spasskaya. It often serves as a symbol of the country. We can hear the chime of the Spasskaya Tower clock by radio.

EP: Just like Big Ben in London, which is one of the most famous clocks in the world.
RP: Red Square is one of the most important and beautiful sights. It is famous for the Historical Museum. St. Basils Cathedral and the Monument to Minin and Pozharsky. (picture).
EP: And when did the history of Moscow  begin?

RP: The history of Moscow began in the year 1147; it was founded by Prince Yuri Dolgoruky. In 1997 we celebrated its 850th anniversary.
EP: London is more than 2 thousand years old. It is one of the largest cities in the world. It lies on both sides of the River Thames. About seven million people live here. London consists of three parts: the City, the West End and the East End.

RP: And what is the City?

EP: The City is the heart of the business and financial life of the country. Most of Londons banks and offices are located in this part of the capital. It is the oldest part of London. It is small, but it is very important. More than 2 thousand years ago a town was built here. Now thousands of people come here every morning to work in large offices. (picture).
RP: What is the West End?

EP: The West End is best known to rich tourists. You will find the best theatres, clubs ,museums ,restaurants ,shops and hotels here. (picture).

RP: What is the East End?

EP: In the East End people of all colours live. Very large riverside docks here make London one of the three largest ports in the world. Many factory workers and dockers live and work in the East End of London. You will not find big parks and gardens in this part of the city. (picture).
RP: The museums, art galleries, theatres and monuments make Moscow a global cultural centre. Every day thousands of people visit the State Tretyakov Gallery and the Pushkin Museum of Fine Arts. Moscow theatres are famous all over the world. The best-known of them is the Bolshoi Theatre. The highest building in Moscow is the Ostankino Television Tower. It is 533 metres tall. The Moscow  Underground is very beautiful. Many stations are like underground palaces. (picture).

RP: Our tour is over. I hope very much that you have enjoyed this tour.
Teacher : And now let us sum up what we know. I shall give you the cards and you must fill in the gaps.

Competition “ Do You Know English-Speaking Countries?”

Teacher: Good morning, everybody! We are very happy to see you at our competition. It is devoted to the English-speaking countries. I am sure you have read a lot of books and got useful information about the countries. This competition will show your achievements and your knowledge of the matter. I wish you success. Be active, honest, industrious and helpful and you will be sure to win. Now it is time to introduce yourselves. I want the captains to come over and choose the emblems and the names of the teams.
The 1st game: “ Do you know English-speaking countries?”

2 pupils from each team.
Teacher: Will you mention English-speaking countries in turn? Work as hard as you can. I shall give you 1 minute for this kind of work. Every country you name earns you one point. You are welcome!

The 2nd game: “ Flags and capitals.”

2 pupils from each team. 6 points.

Teacher: The next competition is called “ Flags and capitals”. I want you to look at the blackboard. You see many different flags. The 1st team must put cards with the names of the countries and the 2nd team must put the names of capitals. The winners will be those who finish their work first. Here are two envelopes with cards. Captains! Will you take your envelope, please!
The 3rd game: “ Countries and citizens.”

2 captains. 10 points.

Teacher: Dear friends! Now we shall see whose captain is the best. Come up to me and fill in the form. Open your envelopes and let us begin the game. (In the envelope: America. The answer: an American, the Americans.

The 4th game: “ A word game.”

2 teams. 5 points.

Teacher: Now it is high time to organize a competition between the teams. Every team gets a card with a long word. You have to make other words from the letters it contains. The letters can be used in any order. I give you 5 minutes. The winner is the team that finds the largest number of words. (In the card: Measurement.)
The 5th game:” Riddle countries.”

2 teams. 4 points.
Teacher: Guess the names of these countries. Listen to the teacher and be very attentive! The winner will be the team that gives the right answer and does it quicker than the other team.

2 teams. 3 points.

Teacher: Children, now you will get some letters from the English alphabet. You must put these letters in the right order, so as to get the name of the country. The winner will be the team that finishes this kind of work earlier.

The 7th game: “ Make the right choice.”

2 teams. 1 point for the right answer.

Teacher: You know it is very important to make the right choice in our life: the right choice of a friend, a university, a job, a colour, a style in music, dancing, clothes. Now you will get the cards with the tasks. Choose the right answer.

The 10th game:” Musical competition”

2 teams. 10 points.

Teacher: Friends! Do you like music? Could you name any British or American singers, pop groups and composers? I am sure that the subject of most pop songs is love. The Beatles sang about it, Elvis Presley sang about love. Your task is to show how you can sing something from the Beatles repertoire. Who will begin?
The end of the competition.

Teacher: Dear friends. Our competition has just finished. Thank you for coming and taking an active part in the games. You are bright and industrious. You know a lot about English-speaking countries. And I am sure that your good knowledge of English will help you in your future life.
National holidays and traditions in the USA and Great Britain.
Teacher: Boys and girls, we have talked a lot about the United States and Great Britain. But it seems to me, we have not spoken enough about national holidays, traditions and superstitions.
Today some of you will tell us about Christmas Day, New Years Day, St. Valentines Day, about Easter, Independence Day in the US and other holidays and traditions. Let us begin with Christmas Day.
Pupil 1: Christmas Day is celebrated on the 25th of December. In America it is the most important holiday of the year. It is a family holiday. Shops, post offices, banks and business houses close for the day. Schools and colleges close between Christmas and New Years Day. People stay at home and spend the time with their families. Every family tries to have a Christmas tree, which is decorated with coloured lights. On Christmas morning children look into their stockings and see their gifts. In England, as in the USA, Christmas Day is celebrated on the 25th of December. The English people send and receive Christmas cards, gifts, presents. All families gather together for Christmas dinner. They eat chicken, turkey, duck, goose and pudding, pies for the sweet.
Pupil 2: The 1st of January is New Years Day. Many parties are given on this night. The theatres, night clubs and restaurants are crowded. People gather in the streets of big cities, they make noise in every way they can.

Teacher: On the 14th of February the English and the Americans celebrate Saint Valentines Day. One of you will tell us about this holiday.
Pupil 3: St. Valentines Day is not a legal or national holiday. Banks and offices do not close, but it is a happy little festival, especially for children and young people. It is celebrated among persons of all ages. A “ valentine “ may mean a special greeting card or a little present. The greeting cards are coloured, have pictures of hearts. The day is a time to send little gifts to those you love. Flowers and candy are favourite presents. It is a favourite day for parties, especially by young people.
Teacher: Now we shall speak about a very great holiday, Easter.

Pupil 4: Easter comes on a Sunday between March and April. Just before Easter the schools and colleges usually close. The students have a week or ten days of spring vacation. Easter is a church holiday. At Easter people buy new clothes to wear on Easter Sunday. There is a popular belief that wearing three new things on Easter will bring good luck in the year. Another custom is decorating eggs for children. In many parts of the country, eggs are hidden in the yards and the children have to find them. Easter candy is made in the form of eggs, little chickens and rabbits. Eggs are the symbol of new life.
Teacher: Now we shall hear about the national holiday in America. It is Independence Day.
Pupil 5: On July 4, 1776, a group of Americans representing the thirteen British colonies on the Atlantic coast of North America signed a document stating that these colonies had the right to be free and independent. This document is known as the Declaration of Independence. July 4 is celebrated by Americans as a national holiday, Independence Day. There is a building in Philadelphia which is called Independence Hall. Here the Declaration was signed.
Teacher: There is a tradition in Great Britain. The changing of the Guard takes place at Buckingham Palace at 11.30 every day. It is a tradition in London.

And now I shall read a little story about a national holiday in the United States- Thanksgiving Day.
  In the USA Thanksgiving Day is a national holiday on the 4th Thursday in November. It was first celebrated in 1621 by the Pilgrim Fathers, after their first harvest. Ever since the Pilgrims gave thanks for their survival in the new land in 1621. Thanksgiving is a family day, all members of the family gather at the home of their parents. The family eats a large traditional dinner which will include turkey and pumpkin pie. After that many people go to watch football games, some play games at home. 
Now, I want you to answer my questions.

When is this holiday celebrated?
Who was the first to celebrate this holiday?

Where do all members of the family gather during this holiday?

What does the family eat at traditional dinner?
