Тема урока: Travelling by plane.

Цель урока: Научить поведению в аэропорту, ознакомить с особенностями путешествия        самолетом. 

Задачи: Развивать навыки чтения текстов ( инструкции) с извлечением необходимой информации. Развивать навыки  и умения аудирования с пониманием основного смысла ( объявления в аэропорту). Развивать навыки говорения при составлении диалогов по теме. Повторить модальные глаголы и формы пассивного залога в коммуникативно – ориентированном контексте. Приобщать детей к диалогу культур через создание определенной эмоциональной атмосферы на уроке с помощью новых информационных технологий. 

Оборудование и наглядность: учебник, презентация, ИКТ, картинки по теме « Транспорт», карточки с лексикой по теме « Путешествие на самолете. В аэропорту.», карточки с речевой опорой, аудиозапись к упражнению урока, аудиозапись песни на английском языке.

Ход урока.

1.Организационный момент.

 - Good morning boys and girls. (Morning).

 - How are you? (Fine, thanks. And you?)

 - I am fine, thank you. Sit down.

2. Warming – up.

T.: The topic of our lesson is “Travelling by plane”. We have read and talked a lot about travelling. Continuing speaking about it we shall pay more attention to one of ways of travelling. Let us revise words and expressions we have learnt on the topic “Travelling”.

1.Do you like travelling? (Yes, I do)

Why? (I like travelling because it is interesting, exciting, amazing).

2.How can people travel? (People can travel by bus, bike, car, train, plane, ship, van). TRANSPORT.

3. Why do people travel? (to know customs and traditions, to learn a language, to meet people, to see the sights, to make friends, to discover different ways of life, to get new emotions, feelings and experience). WHY DO PEOPLE TRAVEL? Look at the screen and read the expressions once more.

4. What can you do while travelling? (While travelling I can visit a lot of interesting places, get a lot of new information, meet new people, improve  my English).

5. What kind of travelling do you prefer? And why? Look at the screen. Make your sentences.

6. What is the most popular kind of travelling? (I think that travelling by plane is the most popular).

7.Has it got any disadvantages? (It seems to me that travelling by air is the most dangerous and the most expensive kind).

8. What is good travelling by plane? (It is really breathtaking travelling: watching the earth from height and being near clouds. It is my dream to travel by plane).

T.: I agree with you travelling by plane is the most popular nowadays, because it takes a little time to get from one part of the world to another one. Most sportsmen, tourists, businessmen, politicians, actors and many other people choose travelling by plane. Someday I hope you will travel by plane too. Today we shall get ready for travelling by plane.

3. Pre – reading.

T: We need some special vocabulary to discuss. Imagine that you are at the international airport. You see a lot of people everywhere and a lot of signs in English. Do you know what they mean? I have got 2 cards. Here you see some airport words. Match them with their definitions.  Use these cards. Work in groups. Let us check it up. Look at the screen. Well done. Now repeat the words, read them once more.
4. Listening.

T: At any airport you can  hear a lot of announcements mostly in English. Can you understand some of them? Let us check .Open your textbooks on p.79 find ex.56. You will listen to 4 airport announcements. In your textbooks there are 2 statements for each announcement. You have to choose the right variant. Listen attentively. Have you caught? Excellent/ OK/ Not bad.

5. Reading.

T: It is not easy to be a first – time air passenger. Who can be called a first – time air passenger? ( Somebody who travels by plane at the first time).

T: To be more prepared for travelling by air we should read some instructions on how to act at the airport. In your textbooks find ex.57 on p.79. Read the text by yourselves and think what advice you can give to a first – time air passenger.

6. Post – reading.

T: Are you ready?  Let me be the first – time air passenger. Read the instructions again. Explain to me what I should do. (PP. читают).       I see that you are tired. Please, close your eyes and listen to the song. Imagine  the country you are going to visit, for example Great Britain. Муз. пауза.
T: Thanks a lot. I am sorry, but while listening to the song I have forgotten  some of your instructions  . Could you answer my questions to make the information more exact? (Yes, of course).

Why do I have to get to the airport two hours before take off?  What information should I write down in the custom declaration form? What should I do if my luggage is overweight? Where is  my passport checked?

7. Speaking. 

T: Now imagine that one of you is a first – time air passenger. You  have got a lot of problems such as these ones in ex.61 p.81. Work in pairs. One of you reads the problem, the other helps to solve it. (T .b. p,93 Problem situations).

8. Grammar practice.

T: Let us repeat some main steps that should be done by you at the airport. Look at the screen. Here you can see some sentences. Express the same ideas using the Passive Voice. (These sentences are on the cards). Let us check your task. I am sure you will have a nice flight.  There is one more thing we  to do. You should fill in your landing card and custom declaration. We shall do it at the next lesson. 

9. Homework.

T:   So, what have you  learnt at our lesson today? (We have learnt the important airport words. And how  to act at the airport. 

T: Now I would like to know your attitude towards our lesson.  Now I will give you pupils cards , complete them. Let us see. Thank you for the lesson. I am satisfied with your work. All of you get good marks. Pass me your copybooks with your homework and put down  homework for the next  lesson. .  At home learn new words ex.54 p. 78 and repeat the use of the Passive Voice ex.59 p.80.
